Important Notes & Information


TRAINING SERVICES -- There will be an athletic trainer on site at each location. Water, ice, and professional services will be available during the duration of the match for teams at their respective locations. Training service will be available 30 minutes prior to the start of the match. If you have special needs please contact Joanna Engel at (714) 917-9382 or via e-mail at jengel@laverne.edu.

ON-SITE COORDINATOR – Each match site will have an on-site coordinator to help with any questions or concerns and is in charge of making sure the event is run as smoothly as possible at each site. The on-site coordinator is responsible for gathering scores and helping with match set-up and other duties as needed.

OFFICIALS RESPONSIBILITIES --

Pre-match Responsibilities:
1. One-half hour (30 minutes) before match time:
a. Check nets and singles sticks.
b. Ascertain any local conditions that might require modification of rules.
2. Pre-match Announcements:
a. Explain briefly to both teams what your role is and how you will operate.
b. Explain that you’ll be spending some time on each court, that you are a roaming official and that they should expect to see you.
c. Make it clear that you, if appealed to verbally, may overrule a call if you are on that court or directly observed the call.
3. Reminders:
a. Use score tenders.
b. Servers should announce the score clearly before serving.
c. Point penalty system is in effect (no warnings).
d. Leaving the court to get water, an extra racquet, an orange, etc., is not permissible.
e. Only coaches may go on the courts while the matches are in progress.

Match Responsibilities: Keep time for warm-up; give 2-minute and 1-minute warnings. Visit each court, noting players tendencies (e.g. monitor time between points and changeovers, potential foot faulters, etc.). Be aware of crucial situations in matches and, if possible, be on the court during that time. Officials should note when doubles matches finish and get singles matches started on time. Singles matches should start within five minutes after all doubles matches are completed. Officials must be aware of matches likely to go to a third set and have new balls ready. Nets must be checked again before singles.

Sportsmanship -- The Southern California Intercollegiate Athletic Conference and its member institutions are committed to sportsmanship. We take pride in the conduct of our student-athletes and coaches, and ask that everyone treat opponents, officials, and fans with respect.
